	Course description and subjects covered

	The chalks downs of Sussex are famed for their diversity of butterflies. They are one of the best places in Britain to see many of our iconic species such as the Adonis Blue and Chalk Hill Blue. 

This course will give you an introduction the butterflies that can be found in this landscape. In a special Zoom presentation we’ll look at the various species that can be found here focussing on their identification, ecology, habitats and where to find them in Sussex. 

Then, a few days later, we’ll take our new knowledge out into the field and explore the downs above Upper Beeding. We’ll undertake a circular route (approx. 3 miles) up to the top of the downs and back down through the chalk grassland valley of Anchor Bottom – hopefully encountering many butterflies along the route. 

Course tutor Michael Blencowe is a Sussex naturalist and writer and co-author of The Butterflies of Sussex. 

The course is aimed at beginners and no previous knowledge is required.
